House
· For basic facts - sleeping arrangements, amenities, etc - see our listing on Airbnb / VRBO.
· Other facts of interest include…
Accessibility
· The property is flat and easy to walk up to and around house and also to the pool.
· There are 3 steps at the front and side doors to enter the house.
· A master bedroom and bathroom are on the first floor for those who have trouble with stairs.
· There is a moderate slope down to the lake.
Connectivity
· Three smart TVs with internet access. Please login to your Netflix, Hulu, Prime, etc. accounts to access paid programming.
· Wifi included with rental for wifi-enabled devices.
Supplies
· Full laundry room includes laundry detergent for use during rental.
· Sheets, bath towels, shampoo, body gel, hair dryers, paper towels, and toilet paper available during rental.
· The kitchen is fully stocked with pots, pans, utensils, can opener, shredder, hot pads, dishes, and toaster oven.
· In addition, there is a stock of oil, salt, pepper, and mixed herbs available for use.
· Coffee maker and electric tea kettle with assortment of bagged teas (please bring your own favorite ground coffee or visit one of the many coffee shops for excellent selection of coffee beans).
Recreation
· The community pool is right next door and is viewable from the kitchen window (nice to keep an eye on older kids while you cook). There is no key to the pool area.  Simply use the side gate for easiest access and follow pool rules which are posted at the pool.
· The boat house is steps from the lake.  Key is in the laundry room on key hook with blue key float.  
· In the boat house:
· Three kayaks and a standup paddle board are available for use during your stay.
· Life jackets in various sizes (bring your own infant sized vest if you have an infant).
· The dock is on a deep-water cove, making it a fun place to jump from (please check depth before jumping in as the lake levels fluctuate with the weather).
· Fishing is popular on Lake James and fishing off our dock is allowed. Please be sure to catch and release unless you plan to consume your catch. And remember to collect any fishing line that may break so other wildlife doesn’t get tangled in it.
· If you have your own motorized boat, you can choose from two nearby boat ramps to drop in, then dock it at the Robbins Retreat during your stay.
· Black Bear Boat Ramp is located minutes away - click for location
· Lake James Marina - 9066 Nc Hwy 126, Nebo, NC 28761
· There are LOADS of day trip opportunities from the Robbins Retreat. The favorites are listed here and on newmansnook.com.
House Rules
· No smoking
· No pets
· No food or fats or harsh chemicals down the drain (to protect the septic system).
· Check in is 4pm or later on day of arrival.
· Check out on time. The cleaning crew is on a tight schedule, so please be out of the house no later than 11 AM on your last day.
· Park on the gravel driveway only - not on the lawn or natural areas.
· Have fun, but not stupid fun. No wild parties are allowed.
· Observe water safety in lake and pool - no lifeguards are on duty.
· Respect the natural landscape and help us do our part to keep it beautiful. Please don’t destroy vegetation or move lakeshore stones - they help keep the shoreline from eroding.
Things to Pack
· Beach towels
· Personal toiletries (razors, lotion, deodorant, toothbrushes, and other personal products you prefer to use.)
· Swim suits
· Sunscreen
· Shoes good for walking to the lake (flip flops are difficult, but shoes like Keens or Tevas work well because they can get wet and have a strap across the back)
Food
· There is a Food Lion and Bi-Lo in Marion. Food Lion has more organic and special diet options. Both are approximately 20 minutes away.
· There is a small market called West Court Food Center in Marion. I highly recommend their local pork sausage in the butcher’s case. It is a winner. You will also find the basics there and some other local goods, but no organic produce.
· The house has a full-size side-by-side refrigerator/freezer as well as plenty of cabinet space in case you prefer to bring your own food.
· There are also plenty of options for eating out, but does require at least a 20 min drive (worth it). You can find our list of favorite places to eat here.
